Public participation:

Dave Walker from Willowdene attended the meeting regarding the Lengthsman Scheme and pointed out that he had been away for 1 month so work had not been carried out. He felt that the best way forward was for the Parish Council to give him a list of work which needed doing and then they would carry this out.

Dave was asked that if he was aware of any drains or gullies which needed jetting to let the Clerk know as it is hoped that this machine will be in the area shortly.

Cllr Hamilton-Russell pointed out that there was a drain at Hardwickforge bridge which needs clearing – Dave was aware of this problem.

Clerk pointed out that the work which she had asked him to do has been carried out and asked Cllrs to notify the Clerk of any problems they become aware of.

Matters Arising from the minutes:
(a) Progress report from Clerk:
Reply from Police re: tractors:

17 year olds can drive a tractor and trailer with a combined weight up to 31 ton.

Tractors are limited to 25mph and cannot go faster than 30mph unless it is a JCB fast track which can do 45mph unladen.

Police are happy to send Officers out to look at this situation if times/locations/registrations are sent in. They will then do a complete check on the tractor and equipment. This applies to any other motorists who are causing problems.

‘Boy racers’ have been stopped at Highley.

Three Councillors had visited this site and expressed concern that this was a second conservatory already erected without planning permission.
After discussions it was RESOLVED to reluctantly support this retrospective application but pointing out to SC that this was the 2nd conservatory being erected without permission. It was also queried why the planning fee had been waived and that the planning portal did not include the planning application for the garage/greenhouse which had received planning permission with a request that this is amended.

SALC report:
Cllr Abbiss reported on the following:

· She had attended a ‘Transformation Challenge Award’ meeting

· Children and Adult Social Care funding
· Libraries – Highley Community based and Cleobury Mortimer will hopefully be run the same.

· No sign at The Meers at Chorley and confirmed that SRHA had been contacted. Clerk pointed out that this had been commented on previously but nothing had happened.

Chairman thanked Cllr Abbiss for her report.

Unitary Councillor’s report:
Cllr Shineton reported on the following:

· LJC meeting tomorrow night where Broadband, Police, 2L bus, Contractors re: planning application on backland at New Road, Cleobury Mortimer will all be on the agenda for discussion.

· Health – Future Fit.

· A representative is required from the area on the Ditton Priors Patients Group.

· Health meeting on Thursday 30th July

· Carers required to cover respite for carers.

· Adult and Social care - £6m over budget. £1.3/4m extra put in this year.

· Mental health facilities – difficult to get children to consultants who need to be statemented – linked to Staffs.
· Police – no response to problems raised.

Chairman thanked Cllr Shineton for her report and was questioned regarding the unsightly state of the old Fox and Hounds car park and also queried the safety regarding the temporary fence. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk writes to the Enforcement Officer again regarding this.

A comment was made regarding the state of the roads in Shropshire following someone doing a 210km bike ride saying Shropshire roads were the worst he had ridden on.

Financial matters:

It was RESOLVED to pay these accounts and signatories were authorised to sign the cheques.

b) Clerk’s salary review – as per Internal Auditor’s suggestion. 
Clerk produced a sheet with the figures for Cllrs discussion.

£100 consolidated payment should have been paid to the Clerk in December with new rates from 1st January 2015. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk be paid the £100 consolidated payment plus back pay to January 2015 and that the Personnel Committee review a further increase at the next meeting raising the rate from SCP25 to SCP26 which Councillors gave prior approval to do this subject to appraisal.

d) Bank statement:
Cllrs were given a copy of this which tallied with the bank reconciliation.

e) Quarterly bank reconciliation:
A copy had been given to each Cllr and this tallied with the bank statement and it was RESOLVED to accept both bank statement and reconciliation.

Parish matters/problems:
a) Parish problems:
· Work on the field at the back of the Village Hall was queried – PC not aware of what was happening only that the scrap vehicles had been moved to behind the village hall which is land in the family ownership.
· Moon House Bank – Chairman, Clerk and Unitary Cllr Shineton met with Graham Downes to look at the problems. Graham pointed out that the choice was to repair the road or sort out the water problem but both could not be done. It was also suggested that a cheaper/easier option to avoid a road closure would be to put drainage inside the fields and all landowners had been contacted (Mr Young, Mr Povall, Mr Kennett) who had agreed to talk to SC regarding this work. Councillors agreed that the water issue should be resolved before road surfacing.
· The sign requested for the Moon House bank had still not been put up warning motorists of the potholes. Clerk will ask again and also for one at the Duddlewick bend preferably before Burwarton Show.

· Overhanging trees, hedges – these cannot be cut back until 1st Spetember unless on safety grounds.

 b) Parish Watch:
· The jams, chutney etc had been stolen from outside Westbank, Stottesdon but the Police said there was nothing they could do about it.

· Clerk handed out some leaflets Cllr Hamilton-Russell had obtained from the Police which arrived too late to be delivered with the last newsletters.

· Buildings close to Heath farm had been broken into and the CCTV had been stolen (recovered later) – a faded red ex PO van, X reg had been seen in the area.
