Planning applications: 

a) Erection of single storey front extension – Firien Barn, Lower Bardley Court – application number: 12/04836/FUL:
Several Cllrs had visited this site again and after discussions although in principle there was no objection to an extension it was agreed to oppose the application for the following reasons:

· Out of scale with existing building – large extension.
· Pool which needs investigating for newts.

· Concern re septic tank – is this adequate?

· Parking – where will vehicles park when the space currently used is taken up with the extension?
· Concern that vehicles will probably park in the entrance to this site which will restrict access for other vehicles and cause a highway problem.

· Further consideration should be given to parking as off street parking would be on a dangerous bend.

· Concern expressed that comments made to the earlier application have not been addressed.

· Attention to also be drawn to the fact that there is also an outstanding enforcement order for the boundary conifers and this needs looking into.

· Pothole outside Beechcroft (Green’s) at Chorley ‘failed ‘ repair – SC arranging for this to be repaired again

· Heywood Farm – not our parish but deep potholes

· Concern expressed that 30/40 trees felled at the weekend in Dessert Woods – not our parish but this will be looked into by SC.
· Dog fouling – complaints from resident at Sidbury. Clerk confirmed that she had arranged for signs to be sent to the resident who will put these up and agreed to put a further item in the newsletter. Resident asked that the clerk express her thanks to Cllrs.

· Clerk also pointed out that Rev Resch had made a comment that at the Annual Parish meeting last year it was stated that repairs should be of a better standard but this is obviously not the case.

· Severn Trent drain in front of Dr’s surgery needed investigation as it was thought that it might be blocked. Clerk had reported this to Severn Trent who promised to respond within 48 hours.
