Apologies:

None received.  Cllr Martin had not sent in any apologies again this month.

At this point Chairman proposed that the item for Casual vacancy be brought forward.  All agreed.

b. Casual Vacancy:
Clerk circulated a CV from Mrs Sarah Home to all Councillors and Chairman invited Mrs Home to give a brief resume of herself and her interests.

After listening to Mrs Home and her answering questions put to her it was proposed by Cllr Hamilton-Russell and seconded by Cllr Davies that Mrs Sarah Home be co-opted onto the Parish Council.  All agreed.  Mrs Home accepted the position and signed her declaration of acceptance of office.

Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest in item 7b Parish Watch (co-ordinator).

Cllr Home declared a personal interest in item 10 Lengthsman Scheme (husband to co-ordinate scheme for PC).

Cllr Shineton declared a personal interest in item 6 (Housing) as member of Shropshire Rural housing Association.
Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest in item 6 (Housing) as member of Shropshire Rural Housing Association and also a personal interest in item 6 (school equipment inspection) as School Governor.

To confirm the minutes of the meeting held on May 18th 2009:

It was RESOLVED that the minutes as circulated with the agenda be signed as a true record.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s progress report: Copy attached.

Elections: Congratulations to Madge Shineton and Gwilym Butler on their recent success in the Unitary elections.  It was RESOLVED to send agendas to Cllr Butler in future.

Walton Bank hedge: Clerk understands from SC that the owner was given 10 days to cut this hedge and has this has not been done they have issued instructions for this to be cut.

Accounts: Clerk had received accounts back from Internal Auditor with no major problems.

Lengthsman Scheme: Matt Home, Willowdene Farm has agreed to carry out this work on behalf of the PC with their duties being agreed.  Clerk has put an item in the newsletter pointing out that the group will be working with the support and backing of the PC.

Chorley Houses: Clerk reported that there had been an ongoing exchange of emails/telephone calls and understood that the connection to the electricity was imminent.

Cllr Shineton confirmed that SRHA were grateful for the help received from the PC and it was agreed that if the power was not on or any date given by the 3rd July then the PC would write again. It is understood that SRHA will start interviewing shortly.
Change of Bank: Clerk confirmed that this is being dealt with at the moment and that a copy of the minutes confirming the change had been forwarded to Lloyds TSB.

Glebe Drive parking: It was pointed out that 5 of the 6 parking spaces are regularly taken up by residents in Glebe Drive. Clerk confirmed that she had once asked Brian Bennett for ‘BUS STOP’ to be painted on the lay by outside the bus shelter and also the area opposite 13 Glebe Drive white lined as 4 vehicles could park here.  This will be done when the machine is in the area.

It was RESOLVED that clerk should obtain a quote for the sign to say ‘Short Stay Visitor Parking’ and that the PC would not accept responsibility for any loss or damage.  It was thought that perhaps the Shropshire Council would have ‘standard wording’ for this.  It was felt that it might be better if they make and install the sign then if any damage is caused to underground pipes etc then they will put it right. It was suggested that once the sign is put up then flyers can be put on windscreens and also an item in the newsletter.
Yellow paint: Does anyone know who has been spraying around the pothole sin the Parish as it is not the Council and it is causing confusion!

Printer: Clerk confirmed that she has her new printer all installed and thanked Shropshire Council for providing this so promptly.

Newsletters: Clerk aims to get this out by the weekend and asked if anyone had any problems delivering these as there are dates advertised for events in early July.

It was RESOLVED to exclude signatures on future newsletters.
Clerk is now in possession of a list of ‘key contacts’ at Shropshire Council.

Parish matters/problems:

a) Parish problems:
· Ownership of pond opposite Bardley Court was queried as this is overgrown/messy – thought it might belong to Beckett’s at Upper Bardley.

· Potholes along Bagginswood road especially round by Bardley Court.
· When will dropped kerbs be installed by Dr’s surgery? Clerk will chase this again.

· BW/FP’s in very bad condition – Prescott/Detton and Prescott/Honeysuckle Brook road, Pound Lane and Winterdyne/Hinton Wood (before Hinton Bridge) – Clerk was asked to report that drainage work, tree management and strimming is required as some of these are impassable. A copy should be sent to the P3 group also.
· Honeysuckle Lane – potholes – road collapsed in 5 places.
· Concern had been expressed regarding refuse collection at Upper Bardley and Clerk been in touch with Veolia regarding this problem and a site visit was held but the result was that only a curtilage collection is still being offered.  It was RESOLVED to write to SWP and Veolia again regarding this as it is obvious the scheme was not rural proofed as it is impossible to pull wheelie bins down farm tracks/lanes.  SWP and Veolia should be asked to reconsider the practicalities regarding these problems and also to confirm when the next review of the contract is due.

Chairman declared a personal interest as co-ordinator.

Chairman confirmed that details are now being put onto the website of any incidents and warned everyone regarding the BT scam going on at present.
