Minutes of last meeting:

These had been circulated with the agenda.  Chairman asked for the word ‘not’ to be inserted in the Parish Watch report.  It was RESOLVED that the minutes be signed as a true record with this amendment. Chairman signed the minutes.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s report:

Severn Trent – Chairman, Cllr Shineton and clerk met with Severn Trent at Chorley Sewage Treatment plant and were satisfied with the comments reported last month.  It is understood that the caravan park is already connected to the system, the problem with additional tankers visiting the site was due to a mechanical breakdown and that there is still spare capacity in the system. It was RESOLVED that this information be accepted and that the Clerk writes to Mr and Mrs Preece giving them this information as they raised the issue at the open meeting.
Wicksteed Leisure inspected the play equipment Wednesday 18th August – report awaited.

Planning:

a) Erection of an agricultural livestock building – Heath Farm, Bagginswood. App no: 10/03343/FUL:
Cllr Abbiss declared a prejudicial interest and left the room.
After discussions it was RESOLVED that the plans are fully accepted as this is a small local business and Councillors could see no problems.

b) Alterations including changes to fenestration including new doors, windows and rooflights in association with conversion of barn into a 2 storey dwelling, together with change of use of agricultural land into residential cartilage and installation of bio disk unit – Wrickton House Barn, Burwarton – App. No: 10/03236/FUL.

After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Parish Council fully support these plans.  This is a lovely old barn with sympathetic work planned and if this is not carried out the barn will eventually fall down.

Cllr Shineton took no part in these discussions.

c) Internal and external alterations in connection with conversion of redundant agricultural buildings into 6 dwellings affecting a Grade II Listed Building – Chorley Manor, Chorley. App. No: 10/02998/LBC.

Chairman asked Cllr Barratt for clarification of the application – this was just confirmation of material/mortar/colour of cement etc. The bats have been considered and proposals have been approved.

Cllr Barratt declared prejudicial interest and left the room as she is the applicant.

These plans for the conversion of these building had already been approved by the Council and this application was to agree the above.  It was RESOLVED to accept the plans.

Cllr Shineton took no part in the discussions.
