Matters Arising from minutes:

Broadplace:

Planning applications:
a) Erection of a porch to front elevation – 3 Midwinters, Chorley.

After discussions regarding the building line and % of extensions already added to the property it was RESOLVED to support the application but to query the % of extensions.

b) Erection of first floor extension and conversion of garage into a habitable room – Whitesides, Station Road, Stottesdon.

After discussions it was felt that this was an improvement and it was RESOLVED to fully support the application.

c) To fell 1 x Lawson Cypress and 1 x Cherry tree within Stottesdon Conservation Area – Whitesides, Station Road, Stottesdon.
After discussions it was RESOLVED to support this application with the work being carried out a.s.a.p. to avoid damage to this and adjoining property.

Clerk explained that this letter came in the day after our last meeting and Cllr Griffiths explained to Mr Sutton that funds are normally available through the P3 from SC. After discussions it was RESOLVED to write back to Mr Sutton and suggest that he contacts SC if he hasn’t already done so and then perhaps approach the LJC for funding.

SC – Winter Service Review. Clerk pointed out that Brian Bennett from SC Highways will attend the ALC Area meeting tomorrow night to talk about the winter gritting and the Lengthsman Scheme.
Cllr Home declared a personal interest in the Lengthsman Scheme as her husband co-ordinates the scheme.
In the letter it states that the SC has purchased 20 tractor mounted salt spreaders to be used by designated farmers and it was suggested that the PC should ask for one for our Parish. Cllr Griffiths will ask tomorrow night. The gritting of the roads under the Lengthsman Scheme proved excellent in our area last year but salt/grit will be needed earlier this year.

Shropshire Charter:
After discussions it was RESOLVED to agree to sign the Shropshire Charter and this was signed by Chairman and Clerk.

Parish matters/problems:

a) Parish problems:

Water supply:

Clerk asked that Councillors support a letter being sent to Severn Trent regarding the need for all operators to have the same information to give to customers as this varied an awful lot during the recent loss of water supply. It was RESOLVED that Clerk should write to Severn Trent.
New gate at the bottom of Burnt Pitt Bank:

Clerk has queried the new gate with SC who confirmed that permission was given for this. Clerk has asked why the PC was not informed but awaits a reply.
It was RESOLVED that the Clerk writes to SC and asks what legislation this work comes under.
Chorley road closure:
There were problems with signage on the Chorley road closure, which caused some inconvenience, but the work now appears to be complete and Clerk had queried this with the contractors.
Clerk was promised a call back but this did not happen but was also told that BT dictated where these contractors work but the work at Chorley is almost complete. Clerk also asked why BT didn’t complete the work before sending the contractors elsewhere!

It is appreciated that the road closure was for 4 weeks.
Clerk has passed all these concerns onto SC today.

Himalayan Balsam:

It was reported that this needs to be dealt with at the beginning of the watercourse not just down in our Parish.

A request was made for an item to be put in the next newsletter asking all horse riders to show consideration to other road users.  It appears that horse riders and people leading horses are coming out of fields without looking to see if it is safe to enter the road and do not appear to offer to pull into gateways to allow vehicles to pass and are also riding two abreast. 
It was RESOLVED to put an item in the next newsletter and to write to Country Treks and Chorley Equestrian Centre asking if they could ask anyone who rides from their businesses to show more consideration to other road users.

LJC would like more applications for the Community Chest – small grants up to £500.

Cllr Newsham thanked everyone who supported the Severn Hospice Ready Steady Cook evening at the Fighting Cocks where £330.92 was raised.
Cllr Home asked if the road could be swept at Rays Farm as the leaves are making the road very slippy.  Clerk will request this.

Clerk suggested that a further item in the new newsletter should be to ask that pedestrians/cyclists/

Horse riders etc wear florescent jackets when on the roads for everyone’s safety especially when the light is not very good.
b) Parish Watch:

Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest as co-ordinator.
Chairman confirmed that there has been a spate of break ins at Cleobury Mortimer and also chain saws stolen from Kinlet.
