Public participation:

Apologies for absence:

Cllr Allen (recovering from operation), D Ferguson (other commitment), H Barratt (dispensation) and Unitary Cllr Butler (other meeting). It was RESOLVED to accept these apologies)

To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 27th November:

These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED that the Chairman signed these as a true record.
At this point a member of the public arrived and the Chairman explained that the meeting had commenced and as the item no 12 would exclude the public and press the Chairman asked if he wanted to speak about any other item but was told no that he wanted to know about the car park. It was RESOLVED to suspend the meeting and allow ‘parishioner’s time’.
The parishioner asked if the PC had received details of 3 Party Wall Surveyors from their Solicitors. Clerk confirmed that she had obtained quotes from 2 out of the 3 but on ringing the 3rd to chase the quote was told that they were not Party Wall Surveyors. The parishioner was clearly not happy with this as he had paid his Solicitor to investigate suitable Party Wall Surveyors so would be taking this up with them.
At this point a second parishioner arrived and this was explained once again. 

Clerk asked that if the PC chose one of the 2 Surveyors would they be happy to agree that the PC use these and they said YES but the Parish Council should notify their Solicitor of the chosen Surveyor.
The parishioner commented that she was not happy with the ‘unhelpful’ comments which had been made by a member of the Parish Council and when asked if she could substantiate this she said she could but would prefer to speak to the Chairman separately and agreed to do this but requested that comments made about them being ‘unhelpful’ should stop. 

The resident queried their Solicitors fees but the Chairman explained that the PC had investigated this whole situation through their National Association Solicitors and they have said that the PC would not be liable for their fees. This was disputed but the Chairman asked if they would like to send details of costs to the PC then they would seek further advice. Clerk commented that the PC had agreed to obtain quotes from 3 Party Wall Surveyor at the extra ordinary meeting in November ready for the meeting on 30th October but the parishioner had sent a Solicitor’s letter on Friday 27th October.

With regards to the Clerk giving out the parishioner’s contact details to their chosen Surveyor the Clerk notified their Solicitors that he had requested their contact details, which was normal practice, and no correspondence has been received from them at all, in particular asking the PC not to give the information out.
The parishioner also queried the Clerk’s minutes stating ‘a discussion took place’ with no details of the discussion. Clerk pointed out that legally she only had to record decisions made.

The matter will be discussed under item 12 when the public and press will be excluded due to the sensitive nature of the business to be discussed (tenders).

The parishioners left the meeting and the Parish Council meeting re-commenced at 8.03pm

· Awards Scheme needs promoting as Shropshire is falling behind other Counties.

· Shropshire 2nd in league with Transparency funding requests.

· Maternity Services to be discussed.

Unitary Councillor’s report:
Cllr Shineton suggested that she gave a full report to the January meeting but raised the following:

· Midwife Led Units (MLU) – very interesting with an enormous amount of information provided by staff. Agreed by CCG to go out to consultation but the proposals are that there will be no more rural MLU units for deliveries but 5 hubs across the County with higher facilities, but a decision is yet to be made as to where these will be.

· Telford and Shrewsbury will be used for all maternity services (at present Shrewsbury closed due to problems caused by snow).

· PRH Will be main hospital for deliveries – none at Ludlow, Bridgnorth, Oswestry. Home births will take place. But the consultation is still going on.

· Services Review – Primary Care, GP Services, District Nurses, Health, Chiropody, School Nurse – still waiting for NHS England Panel decision.
· New unit in Northumbria attracted a lot of new staff – shortage of A & E Consultants and Nurse Practioners.

· Kier – new Highways contractor working on contracts at present plus emergencies due to weather.
· Looking at s106 and CIL

Chairman thanked Cllr Shineton for her report.

It was RESOLVED to bring item 12 Fox and Hounds car park update/new Surveyor quotes forward as Cllr Smith needed to leave the meeting early:

a) Parish problems: 

· General state of the roads with new potholes appearing

· Clerk confirmed that she had received an email on the Friday of the snow from a resident in Sidbury asking for the road to be cleared as he needed to get to hospital appointments – SC arranged for this to be done and a thank you email had been received by the Clerk.

· Email from a resident in Station Road complaining that they were unable to get out for 2 days due to the roads not being cleared – Clerk responded and gave him Cllr Shineton’s details. The roads had been cleared and were driveable.

· Harcourt road very icy with vehicles stuck on there Saturday morning – Clerk had requested for the grit bins to be refilled but this had not yet happened.

· Request made to Cllr Shineton as to why the road from Walton junction towards Bagginswood was so icy when the Walton Bank was clear!

· Bungalow in Glebe Drive had been let to a couple from 9 miles the other side of Chester despite the PC asking for this to be advertised with a ‘local connection’. Cllr Shineton had taken this up with STAR Housing but they were the only people who had bid on it.

· It was noted the old Fox and Hounds pub sign had gone but not sure if this had been taken down by the owners.

Clerk had shown Cllrs the invoice for the work carried out which had been itemised and Cllrs expressed their gratitude to Mr Pearce for all the work he had carried out in the short time he had been appointed.
