Public participation:

A resident attended as he had a planning application to be considered by the PC tonight. He explained the plans to Cllrs and confirmed that one house would be for his daughter and family to come and live back in the village with her children attending the school and the other will be sold on the open market.
The description states garages but the plans do not contain these.

A resident from Bakehouse Lane, Chorley attended to make Cllrs aware of the letter Veolia had delivered to all residents regarding the state of the land and refusing to collect any further rubbish if the lane isn’t made safe by the end of January.

Clerk had been made aware of the problems and had distributed emails to Cllrs for their information.

The main problems are:

· The state of the land which is a Bridleway which included potholes, areas dug up by Severn Trent and BT.

· Drainage with a lot of water running off the fields at the top of Bakehouse Lane. The land needs proper drainage.

· Satnav error which sends vehicles up this lane for any address in Chorley.

The resident confirmed that all residents are aware of the problems and contact had been made with SC Outdoor Partnership.

Clerk pointed out that she had been in touch with SC who confirmed that any work on the lane has to be approved by SC and suitable for horses as it is a bridleway.
A resident had also raised the question of including ‘Bakehouse Lane’ in the address – Clerk had talked to SC who confirmed that this is not as easy as it may look as all residents have to agree to this and pay £35 each. All emergency services, Land Registry, Royal Mail etc have to be notified and for anyone who run their own business this will affect letterheads etc. 

A Bakehouse Lane sign was purchased by the PC and erected at the end of the lane and also a ‘no through road’ sign’.

The lane needs proper drainage and the resident was looking to the PC for advice.

Chairman thanked the resident for attending and this would be discussed as an agenda item later.

The Chairman opened the meeting at 8pm.

Councillors RESOLVED to obtain a quote for a SatNav error sign and seek advice regarding the drainage through SC Richard Knight and Steve Brown asking for plans of drainage pipes etc in the lane. Clerk will also copy Shona Butter and Tim Simmonds into the emails.

· Chorley Strolls notice board. This has fallen down and Clerk had been asked if the PC wanted to put it on the bus shelter for their use or the village hall could have this. Chris Tibbitts confirmed that there was funding still available in the Stotty Strolls to repair/install this. It was RESOLVED to let the Village Hall use this.
· Flood at the bottom of Litley Bank on the bridge – Clerk will ask Mark Pearce to deal with this.

· Road flooded on the Hardwick bend toward Day House – Clerk will ask Mark Peace to look at this.

· Dog mess bin still not installed at Glebe Drive – Clerk will chase this.

· Potholes – Moon House bank – dangerous for cyclists etc. This is a long outstanding problem with water and it was RESOLVED to ask Graham Downes if permission had been sought from the landowners regarding work discussed a couple of years ago.
