Matters Arising from the minutes:
(a) Progress report from Clerk:

Road closure - Chorley:

This road closure signage is causing concern due to signs stating 2 x 24hr closure with no date given for this. Details sent out in email state Litley junction to Brooksmeeting road closed but on SC website states Blundale to Brooksmeeting with unclear diversion details.

Clerk has requested details of works/diversion from SC and querying whether the road damage at The Deserts is included in this work – if so the road is closed beyond Brooksmeeting.

Fox Car park:

Clerk confirmed that this land was put on the open market and has been sold. After discussions it was agreed that the site will be closely monitored and when the house is built Planning Officers should visit the site and see what they approved.
Once building commences parking will be an issue for patients/Dr’s at the surgery but other suggestions are being investigated.

Cllr Abbiss reported on the following:

· Constitution being looked at.

· Considering making Vice Presidents ‘life members’.

· New website being created by Web Orchard and should be in operation this week.

· Election packs will be available on the website.

Unitary Councillor’s report:
Unitary Cllr M Shineton commented on the following:

· Cleobury Mortimer PC proposes to invite the new Police Commissioner to a meeting and intend to invite Parish Councils in the LJC Area to attend.

· Health meetings being held everywhere – Ambulance Services discussed at a meeting this morning. 8 minute target time impossible out in our rural areas. Responses to be Red (life threatening, attend as quickly as possible, Amber (emergency but patient not dying), Green (urgent, possible referral from GP). Pilot scheme at present and will look at this again in November.
· Not enough staff/facilities at A & E to deal with the amount of patients.
· Lot of money spent and still ongoing up skilling ambulance staff.

· Shropdoc expanding/recruiting staff and some ambulance staff have changed over to Shropdoc, therefore leaving a staff shortage. Training takes 30 months and costs £30,000 which is self funded.

· Bridgnorth and Ludlow A & E looked at (minor injuries).

· Consultation out in December.

· Survey out on 12th September.

· Road closures – signage has been a nightmare and Cllr Shineton confirmed that she had complained to every Officer at each level regarding this.

· Philip Dunne, MP now Health Minister – he is fully aware of problems for the rural areas – Cllrs expressed their fears regarding the Health Service!

· Honeysuckle Lane – some repairs have been carried out but the main problem along this road is the drainage as the land is higher than the road. Clerk confirmed that Graham Downes is looking into the possibility of downgrading some of the narrow/little used roads to ‘bridleway’ status and this lane was an example – this possibility is to be investigated and has NOT been implemented! Local opinion will also be sought.

Financial matters:

a) Outstanding payments:

b) Income since last meeting – interest 49p
c) Bank statement – presented to Cllrs and initialled.
d) Printer – Clerk confirmed that the printer has stopped working as it appears to have a paper jam and has made enquiries for repair and intends taking this to Kidderminster at a cost of £10 to investigate the problem. Clerk had purchased a printer to enable her to carry on printing newsletters and documents for tonight’s meeting at a cost of £49 including the ink. Clerk had priced up a replacement A3 printer which is approximately £220. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk is reimbursed the £49 for the printer which can be used as a spare/back up and to purchase a A3 printer suitable to the PC needs if the present printer cannot be repaired.

Parish matters/problems: 

a) Parish problems:

· Cook’s building plot – caravan still being occupied with no house building commenced.
· Scrap yard at the rear of the Village hall still not been tidied up.

· Road closure will affect Burwarton Show traffic.

· Tree obstructing Bakehouse Lane bridleway – Cllr Barratt confirmed that this work is all in hand.

· Moonhouse Bank potholes. SC will not repair this road permanently until the drainage problem has been sorted out. Potholes will be reported.
· School Governors wondered if there was any progress in the suggestion of altering the verge opposite the bus shelter into parking. Clerk would make enquiries with Unitary Cllr Shineton as she had been looking at parking problems with Graham Downes.

· Bus shelter: Tiles need replacing on this.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk asks Mark Pearce to repair this.
b) Parish Watch:

No report available. Search is still ongoing for Andrew Green.

c) Newsletter production/delivery:
Clerk confirmed that she did not print the normal amount due to the printer not working but then felt that she was wasting time/ink/paper as some of the dates had passed. Clerk asked Cllrs if they wished her to continue printing the whole amount for future newsletters, if so, extra help in delivering these is needed.

After discussions it was RESOLVED to hand deliver the next newsletter with an item included that future newsletters will be available at collection points and on website.
