Cllr Butler pointed out that he and Cllr Shineton might have pre-empted this cancellation as they had been invited together with STAR Housing and Shropshire Rural Housing etc to attend the LJC meeting at Cleobury Mortimer.

Apologies for absence/dispensation:

Cllr J Hill (away), C Smith (hospital), Cllr Shineton (Cllr Butler attended instead) -  It was RESOLVED to accept these apologies.

To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 29th August 2017:

These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED to accept these as a true record and Chairman signed these accordingly.

Matters Arising from the minutes

(a) Progress report from Clerk:
Fox and Hounds car park:

Several Cllrs met with the 3 different local people to talk about the work required – all 3 quotes now received.

The land has been cleared as a gesture of goodwill by one of the Contractors as they use the surgery. Clerk was asked to write to the contractor thanking them for this work.

Flower tubs outside Glebe Barn:

Cllr Shineton spoke to the owners who would be checking their deeds but would be happy to remove them while the work on the car park is taking place.
(b) any other matters arising: Parking opposite bus shelter – it was considered that there was not enough room for vehicles to be clear of the road.
(c) Dog mess bin location – it was suggested that perhaps this could be sited at the top of Glebe Drive and Cllrs agreed to have a look at this.

Broadband provision in Chorley Village Hall update:
Clerk reported that this had become a nightmare for the Village Hall Committee as Openreach have erected a post in the wrong position and need to run a cable through the village hall. Richard Bubb is still in contact with Openreach and copying Clerk into all correspondence.

Planning applications/permissions/refusals:

Applications:

a) Reference:  17/03434/FUL (validated: 31/08/2017)

Address:  Proposed Dwelling To The East Of, Bagginswood, Stottesdon, Shropshire

Proposal:  Erection of one dwelling; detached double garage with external staircase to first floor office; installation of a package sewage treatment plant

Applicant: Mr F. Allen (41, Vaughan Road, Cleobury Mortimer, Kidderminster, DY14 8DB, UK)

Cllr Allen left the room as the applicant was his son and therefore took no part in the discussions.
Councillors could see no problems with this application as the applicant was needed at times to support the extended family in the farm down the lane. It was RESOLVED to support this application.

b) Any others received after issue of agenda – none received.

SALC report:
Cllr Abbiss confirmed that the Area Committee and Code of Conduct training went very well.

The Police and Crime Commissioner has attended an Executive meeting.

SALC AGM – 28th November – all welcome where it is intended to propose a small increase in subs.

Unitary Councillor’s report:
Cllr Gwilym Butler attended and apologies for not attending meetings sooner and reported on the following:

· Ringway Contract coming to an end soon and there will be a 6 month changeover.

· Report from portfolio holder stated that £21m had been spent on roads in Shropshire – 1st major works in 15 years.

· Change to contract for Lengthsman Scheme going through scrutiny at present – should know outcome before setting precept.

· Cleobury Mortimer will be doing a Neighbourhood Plan and anyone is welcome to an input. Questionnaire’s will be sent out to PC.
· Doddington Lodge Nursing Home closed down with residents being transferred elsewhere.

· Manor House in Cleobury Mortimer – empty with no rats coming in off this.

· New Nursing Home progressing but work was delayed as they found a badger sett so had to build an artificial badge sett! Most of the footing were in before they found this. The home will have 70 beds ranging from respite/pallative/dementia care. The owner has 2 other homes. 150 full time jobs will be created with at least 20 beds being 24hr/medical. The home will be called ‘Cleobury Hills’ and will have a 2 tier front with residents having their own room and garden. A bistro style café will be available for outside people to use.

· GP’s are already working ‘flat out’.

· Cllr Butler confirmed that he is Chair of Scrutiny for Places Enterprise, growth and planning and will be driving policies through

· North West relief road, Shrewsbury - opens up land for housing.

· Business rates – top 20 Companies in the County include Sainsburys and Bridgnorth Aluminium.

· Finance – OK this year but waiting for the Autumn statement, £18m blackhole next financial year.

· Car parking consultation going through at present.

· Possible change in green waste collection

· Government now recognising sparsity but hope little extra funding for schools in 2020/21

· SC have reserves but can’t keep using it!

· Falling school population in County as a whole

· 16/18 year old education in Cleobury Mortimer?

Chairman thanked Cllr Butler for his report and he left the meeting.

f) Fox and Hounds car park update and to:

1. To open tenders received: Clerk moved away from the table to open the tenders and marked each tender as 1, 2 and 3.
Clerk returned to the table and read out the proposed work for tender 1 at a cost of £4174, tender 2 cost £3978 (£540 might be able to be reduced from this quote as the site has been cleared) and tender 3 - £2350.

2. To appoint successful tender:

After discussions it was RESOLVED to accept tender 2 and the Clerk revealed the successful applicant to Cllrs.

3. Email from Mr and Mrs Harris, Rosebank, Stottesdon:
Email received asking what steps are being taken to ensure compliance with the Party Wall Act 1996 and the support of our property / boundary as referred to in our previous email? 

Clerk confirmed again that the Solicitors says this will not affect the party Wall and it was suggested that the appointed contractor is made aware of this email when confirming appointment and asking for start date.

4. Reply from Insurance Company: Awaited. Cllr Ferguson suggested getting any response in writing.
It was RESOLVED that parking will be restricted for the use of the Dr’s Surgery between the hours of 8am and 6pm with local parking available outside these times.

Parish matters/problems: 

a) Parish problems: 
· Parking @ Glebe Drive: Clerk had sent in photos to the school following her gateway being blocked by cars collecting children from the school (sent as a resident not Clerk). After discussions it was RESOLVED to invite the Headteacher and Governers *to the next PC meeting to discuss the problems.  *initialled by Chairman
· Large dog from Willowdene has been out on the road again in Chorley and chased some people with their dogs.
· Open Day at Willowdene recently taken place.

· Wheathill/Three Horse road middle of the road lifted – this had previously been reported but Clerk may have given the wrong section of road.

· General state of the Walton Bank/Bagginswood road

· Culvert at Dessert Woods – sent separate earlier.

· Fingerpost arm at Sidbury broken off again and is resting on top of the hedge.

· Culvert by the bridge at Hardwickforge is full of mud and needs clearing.

· ‘SLOW’ sign on the road between Fairacres and the brow of the bank towards Cottages has worn out. We are told that there has been a couple of near misses lately as this is a blind spot in the road.

Lengthsman Scheme work previously reported does not appear to have been carried out and it was RESOLVED to write to Matt Home pointing out that the PC will appoint someone else to take over this work as their work at Willowdene has ‘changed’ and ask them to complete any outstanding work within the next 4 weeks and send in any outstanding bill.

 b) Parish Watch: 

Cllr Abbiss confirmed that they had had a break in with a steam cleaner taken. It appears from investigations that the same person could have been responsible for a break in at Billingsley. Police are dealing with this.
