Cllr Abbiss had talked to the Clerk and suggested that this is paid via the internet banking faster payment upon authority from Cllrs. Clerk checked this out and this was possible as Clerk had been given full control of the internet banking when set up. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk uses faster payment internet banking to transfer her salary each month. Standing Orders will have to be amended to confirm this a.s.a.p.

· Manhole cover outside The Old Stores ‘ clanks’ when driven over which is disturbing the residents.
· B4363 – Sidbury turn. Clerk had reported to SC that the hedge on the bend is restricting views when vehicles are turning to Sidbury.SC promised to look into this.
· B4363 bridge near to halfway House pub – instructions had been given to cut this hedge and fell some trees to improve visibility on this bend.
