SALC report:

Cllr Abbiss reported that the Area meeting had been held last Wednesday and she had been re-elected as Chairman but not as a member of the Executive committee.

Unitary Councillor’s report:

Unitary Cllr Shineton reported on the following:
· Delighted to report that she had attended a ceremony in London when Shropshire Council Public Health team won national recognition for their work with children from 4-16+
· £36-38m needs to be saved and all budgets are being looked at.

· Lengthsman Scheme grant – goes to cabinet on December 16th. All Councils will have to itemise all work carried out under this scheme. It was agreed to ask Mark Pearce to report monthly to the PC.

· LJC – future being discussed but Cllrs are keen to keep this operating as exchange of information etc is good but more members of the public should be encouraged to attend.
· North West relief road 

· Businesses need supporting.
· Police Commissioners – 60% response that they take over running of fire services.

· Crime and Disorder Strategy – lots of rustling/poaching going on – urged everyone to report suspicious vehicles etc.

· Youth Leaders help for families who are not coping very well for various reasons.

· Big Conversation

· SC Assets - what do they own?

· Adult Health/Fitness/Maternity – nearly there with reviews.

· Pharmacies/Surgeries – problems with some.

· Freeze on SC spending

· Highways maintenance brief next week.

· Budget – PC needs to put money in for Lengthsman Scheme

· South Shropshire Furniture Scheme – recycling furniture taken on apprentices from carpenters to upholsters and is being expanded out across communities as an example of proscribing.
· Cleobury Mortimer Place Plan

· Parish Plan – school bursting with nowhere to expand. Housing important, water/power supply, small businesses, public transport. 
Cllr Abbiss reported that the Voluntary Scheme in Stottesdon has finished operating  – need to advertise this in newsletter.
