Parish Council meeting held in Chorley Village Hall on Monday 27th February 2012 at 7.30pm.

Public participation:

Mrs Davies explained that her planning application due to be considered by the Parish Council was to rebuild the wall in front of her property. Shropshire Council had served a ‘dangerous buildings notice’ on her and part of the wall had to be demolished as this was leaning. The plans are to reinstate the wall with railings on the top which would make the wall much lighter than by using all bricks and also would improve visibility from her property vehicular access for drivers and also pedestrians as it has become obvious with part of the wall demolished that it is far easier to see vehicles/pedestrians. The railings will be painted black with ‘Prince of Wales’ feathers on the top. This is within the Conservation area hence the planning application.

Chairman thanked Mrs Davies for the information.

Mrs Davies left the meeting.

Mr Boultwood attended following the invitation from the Parish Council to give an update on the Stottyshop. This was an agenda item but it was agreed to bring this item forward to ‘public participation’.
Mr Boultwood thanked Cllrs for the contribution and confirmed that a receipt was on its way from the Plunkhett Foundation.

There had been some confusion with the application to the foundation as this had been sent to the incorrect office, but this was now sorted and within a day or two the shop will be registered.

Several meetings of the steering committee have been held and they would like to see improvements with lighting/signage/opening hours/product range etc. grants have been applied for to the LJC and Rural Challenge. Cleobury Country has also allocated an amount. All 3 grants are for different things and are not duplications.

Meetings are arranged to take place this week and visits to other shops have also taken place.

Market Research will be carried out within the parish regarding the usage of the shop.

It is hoped that the shop will be all sorted by the Queens Jubilee celebrations in June.
Bank accounts have been sorted.

Local traders will be used to carry out any work.

It is hoped to open between 9-6pm with a possible closure of 2-3pm. This is yet to be finalised.

Chairman thanked Mr Boultwood and asked him to convey the thanks of the Parish council to the steering group.

Mr and Mrs Boultwood left the meeting.

Revd Resch attended the meeting to take about the Queens Jubilee celebrations and confirmed that the PCC had made the following suggestions:
Sunday 3rd June: Big Jubilee Lunch – everybody brings some food, drink and table decorations to share. Like a traditional street party but, if held on the Church drive (inside if wet), there is no need to close any roads. Watching the Floating Thames Pageant in Church on the giant screen
Monday 4th June: Watching the Jubilee Concert live from Buckingham Palace on the screen. Possibly to coincide with a beer festival (Sandra Jeffries at the Fighting Cocks had not been approached about this) and not sure how she would feel about running a beer festival at the Church.
Tuesday 5th June: Screening the Jubilee Carriage Procession and service of thanksgiving live from St Paul’s Cathedral with service sheets so that we can join in.                              The major costs (all approximate) for these events would be £435

· advertising £125

· electricity £25

· additional cleaning for Church £100

· TV licence £145

· Service sheets £25

· Tea, coffee etc £15

In addition, it may be possible to become one of the “beacon churches” with a jubilee beacon sited on the top of our church tower. The cost of this would be about £400. 

Councillors felt that these were all good ideas and were happy to support the PCC although it was felt that some of the costs quoted could be reduced. It was agreed to hold a working party on Monday 12th March – Revd Resch to book venue and let Clerk have details.
Mr Hetherington was also in attendance as SC had asked the Parish Council to confirm his ‘local connection’ to the Parish. He confirmed that he has lived/worked in the area for 25 years but has lived in Bagginswood for 13 years, he runs his business from Bagginswood and his children live at Bagginswood and attend Lacon Childe and Stottesdon Schools.

Chairman thanked Mr Hetherington for attending the meeting.

To confirm minutes of the meeting held on January 23rd 2012:
It was requested that on item 4a page 725 that ‘n’ is added to the word ‘know’.
Item 6 – Playschool – Cllr Walsh is a trustee of the ‘Pre-school Learning Alliance’ not the ‘Playgroup‘ Alliance.

With these amendments it was RESOLVED that the minutes be signed as a true record and these were duly signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising from the minutes: 
(a)  Progress report:

Jubilee Coins:

These have now been received and invoice needs to be paid.

Clerk has had only 5 replies following the article in the newsletter although the school have asked for 76 coins. Clerk is assuming that this covers all the children in the school but some do not live in the parish. This needs clarifying as the Clerk’s understanding is that the coins are for children living in the parish.

It was agreed that these are only for children in the parish and suggested that Clerk gives the school the supplier details for them to purchase any additional coins.

It was also suggested that perhaps these coins could be given out at the Sunday Jubilee event.

Plans – Chorley:

At the last meeting Clerk was asked to check on the situation regarding Nathan Home’s plans.  SC confirmed that the application is still ‘undecided’ and a site meeting was held with the applicants last week.

Clerk has not received any confirmation regarding Cook’s application either via the website or hard copy. Cllr Shineton confirmed that the application had been granted but entails lots of paperwork.

Horse signs – Sidbury/Bagginswood:

These have not yet been erected –Clerk will chase SC.

Emergency Plan:

Clerk has asked SC for a template to upgrade our plan – not yet received this. Cllr Barratt is booked onto this event at Shrewsbury and clerk asked if others were interested in attending. No further interest shown.

Rays Farm potholes:

Clerk had received numerous calls/complaints regarding the road outside Rays Farm. Clerk understands that the holes were repaired a couple of weeks after her initial request but the job was inadequate and the holes soon re-appeared.

Clerk has been told that the holes are quite deep and when it rained last week the ducks were using the potholes as their pond!!
Clerk has emailed and asked for this to be dealt with urgently and received a reply today stating that contractors were hoping to get these repaired today.

The salt/grit bin has also disappeared from Rays Bridge.

A complaint has been passed onto SC regarding water lying on the road outside the Fieldhouse, Chorley instead of going into the drain. Apparently BT put cables in the road and the reinstatement has failed hence the water lying where it does. SC will look at this when we have rain.

(b)  Any other matters arising:
Chairman confirmed that he had a reply from Mr Vaughan stating that he did not intend selling/leasing any of his land now or in the future.

Mr Home who attended the Parish Plan meeting last week offered to speak to Mr Watkins regarding the land between the Church and Glebe Drive.

Cllr Abbiss thanked Councillors for nominating her to attend the Buckingham Palace Garden Party but although she did top the list her nomination was not considered as she is not Chairman of the PC. Clerk pointed out that she had queried this with ALC and was told that it could be past/present Chairman.

Cllr Abbiss also pointed out that they had only been allocated 2 tickets this year instead of 4.

5)
Planning applications: 

a) Demolition, removal and re-building of front boundary wall topped with railings to a height of 1.4m –   Manor House, The Square, Stottesdon:
Concern was expressed that this did not match anything in the village. After discussions a vote was taken – 3 for, 2 against, 1 abstention.
Cllr Shineton took no part in this discussion and did not vote.

Clerk would send plans back to SC as supported.

b) Any others received after issue of agenda:

No further plans received.  
c) Planning permissions granted:
None since last meeting.

d) Site visit – Bardley Cottage, Bagginswood:
Clerk received notification that this was being recommended for refusal by officers. A site visit has been arranged by SC to take place Tuesday 29th February and then the meeting in the afternoon at Westgate.

It is understood that the reason for refusal is ‘over development’ as this property has already had a small extension.

6)
Parish Plan update:
Cllr Parsons had produced a document which Clerk had printed off for all Cllrs.
Cllr Parsons will produce a further consultation document and will forward to Cllrs.

Housing Needs survey will be carried out at a later date.

One point raised was consulting with groups and trying to encourage a higher turnout at the Annual Parish meetings. Clerk pointed out that all groups are invited to attend and give a report at the meeting; the meeting is advertised on notice boards as well as in the newsletter.

Dr Matt Home from Willowdene attended the Parish Plan meeting and confirmed that they would be having a group of 18-23 year olds to do community work. They have 4 extra people to work with/supervise this youths and Willowdene are looking for projects in the parish.

Clerk suggested that perhaps the bank in Station Road could be tidied and also the bank opposite the school. These are both entrances to the village and are untidy.

Large branch on the oak tree at Litley also needs removing – Clerk thought that this had already been dealt with.

Playgroup project update including advice from Legal Dept, NALC:
Clerk had requested a breakdown of costs of materials etc for this project but had not received these. Clerk had checked once again with ALC about this project and this had been forwarded to NALC. Head of Legal Services at NALC confirmed that the PC should not have an involvement with purchase of materials/procurement etc as the project was nothing to do with them and suggested that the PC make a donation using the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 sec19.

Correspondence: 

SC – ‘Local connection’ confirmation request. 

Cllr Bunn declared a prejudicial interest in this matter as a neighbour and left the room.
After discussions it was agreed that Mr Hetherington met 3 clauses required i.e. 

· Currently permanently resident in the local area – lives at Bagginswood and 
· Currently employed or usually carry out self-employed work within 5km of the settlement or in the parish – self employed and works from Bagginswood
· Their parents currently live in the local area, or another close family member who provides or requires a substantial degree of support currently lives in the local area – children live with their mother at Bagginswood.
Clerk will send in letter of confirmation to SC.
Cllr Bunn was called back into the room.

ALC – Looking to the future – Shropshire/Telford NHS Trust newsletter – noted receipt.
Fields in Trust – how is your PC going to celebrate the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee – noted receipt.
Weekly planning lists – circulated via email to Cllrs.
Cllr M Price – SAMDev – noted receipt.
Rural Services Network newsletters – emailed to Cllrs.
Cllr Butler – ‘Terms of Reference’ as an alternative to a Charter – this is going back to ALC for discussions.
Came and Co Insurance – Winter warning – circulated to Cllrs, noted receipt.
Historic Towns Forum – noted.
Email request to update minutes on website. It was agreed that in future any anonymous requests will be ignored. Clerk had put these on the website but had not ‘published’ them – all up to date now.
CIL/Place Plan briefing invitation 9th March, Westgate, 2pm – Cllr Parsons booked onto this. Cllrs Abbiss, Barratt and Walsh (?) would also like to attend.
Cleobury and Rural LJC – papers handed to Cllr Abbiss, Cllr Hamilton-Russell received these via email.
ALC – ITC Services for Parish and Town Councils – agreed not to purchase IT support. Following Cllr Casswell’s email regarding back up, it was suggested that Clerk uses an external hard drive (costs will be looked into) and ask SC for the cost of paper/ink through them. Clerk had already had prices and found that Roundabout Stationery in Ludlow were the most competitive.
ALC – Proposed Arms Length Management Organisation (ALMO) – A management committee has been set up to deal with this.
ALC Bulletins – noted receipt. Enforcements issues are confidential and should not be recorded in the minutes.
ALC – Important consultation – see email dated 16th February – Cllrs will look on the website link regarding this.
South Shropshire housing Group – invitation to Ludlow Food Centre 16th March 3-6pm (if PC is interested in providing homes within the parish). No interest shown.
TCPA latest seminars – Planning for growth (19th March) and Taking Stock of planning reform (4th April) both in London. No interest shown.
Neighbourhood Planning event – tomorrow night at Highley Severn Centre – Clerk and Cllrs Abbiss, Barratt, Parsons, Hamilton-Russell and Shineton all booked onto this event.

Electoral Roll update received.

Severn Centre – March events received.

SLCC – training events – noted receipt.

SC telephoned Clerk regarding the PC’s comments to the SAMDev document regarding Place Plans/Flourishing Shropshire and requesting clarification as to our comment as a ‘community cluster’. After discussions it was agreed to write back and confirm that Sidbury is a separate Parish with its own elected Councillor and that the PC would not like to see any more development in Sidbury except for affordable housing /exception site. Stottesdon/Chorley and Bagginswood is a cluster.

Parish matters/problems:

 a) Parish problems:
Cllr Bunn pointed out that Mr Hill at Bardley Court had requested that no further newsletters are delivered to Bardley court flats as he leaves these on a table and they are not taken by the residents and he eventually has to dispose of them. It was felt that these should still be left there for the residents.
Clerk confirmed that SC had looked at the hedge on the roadside by Firien Barn and confirmed that there is no problem. Clerk has asked that they monitor this.

Potholes – on main road through village by Pound Patch.

Potholes – Brooksmeeting Bridge. Clerk confirmed that SC intend closing the road and putting in a drainage system either side of the bridge to alleviate a water problem and then will resurface the road.

Car park at the old Fox and Hounds – Clerk was asked to write to the Enforcement officer again about this as this site is still very untidy.

Road closed at Sidbury and repairs carried out.

Potholes at Riddings Lane and Overton.

Clerk had received an email from a Sidbury resident pointing out that the road had been repaired but unfortunately walking/biking along this road was very unpleasant due to the amount of dog mess. Clerk will add this to the next newsletter.

Road needs attention from Severals/main road junction t Bagginswood.

Letter from Country Treks read out – it appears that the landowner is not prepared to extend the BW connecting Bagginswood/Chorley. Clerk will ask SC to look at the Pound Lane BW and if work is required on this then perhaps Willowdene could help.

b) Parish Watch:
Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest as co-ordinator.

Cllr Hamilton-Russell reported on the car which had damaged the fence at Chorley but the incorrect registration had apparently been fed into the Police. Clerk confirmed that the person involved had been in touch with the landowners.
