Public participation:

Apologies for absence:

Matters Arising from the minutes:
(a)  Progress report:

Refuse sacks:

Following a request Clerk has received a supply of bags from SC to give to Mr Rix at Chorley who regularly picks up rubbish when walking around Chorley.

Church clock:

This is still ticking. After research Clerk received information about possible grant funding and the application form has been handed to Rev Resch.

Willowdene cheque:

The re-issued cheque has been presented and cleared through the Bank.

HMRC PAYE:

2014/15 programme now downloaded with the help of HMRC and working. Year end submitted and P60 produced.

Lower Overton application to increase number of lorries/trailers operating from this site:

 As agreed last month I wrote to SC who has been dealing with this also Billingsley/Chetton PC’s have been actively writing to SC and Traffic Commissioners. Not sure what the final outcome is.

New Councillor:

The lady in Chorley has decided not to stand until after September after her daughter leaves Stottesdon and she is no longer involved with FoSPS – hopefully she will then have more time to dedicate to this.

We still need to fill 2 vacancies!

Standing Orders/Financial Regulations update:

New Financial Regs have been sent out and a training session is to be held in June so it is thought that it might be better to hold fire on updating these until after the training session. Can anyone attend this session – Cllrs Abbiss and Barratt will attend this session.

Clerk confirmed that acknowledgment emails had been received regarding problems raised with SC. A list of work in the parish had also been received from Andy Oliver but no dates as to when the work will commence – agenda item under ‘correspondence’.

Chancel Repair Liability update:
Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared an interest in this matter.

Cllr Hamilton-Russell confirmed that he had received a letter from the Land Registry confirming that the notice served on him had now been removed but he was concerned that no one else had received anything.

A brief update was given regarding letters received from MP etc and also concern had been expressed regarding the amount of damage being done to the ‘Church’ – not just Stottesdon.

Chairman thanked Cllr Hamilton-Russell for the update.

Planning applications:

Proposal:  Notification of proposed works to include the felling of one Plum Tree and two Beech Trees and one Copper Beech Tree within the Stottesdon Conservation Area

Applicant: Mrs J Harris

Cllr Abbiss emailed to say that she had no problems with these plans but as not all Cllrs had looked at these it was RESOLVED that Cllr Barratt (and any other Cllrs) look at these in the morning and report back to the Clerk who would send in comments as the deadline is tomorrow. It was felt that trees should not be removed unless necessary although it was felt that the one tree at the front of the plot was not worthy of keeping.

No further plans received.

c) Planning permissions/refusals:

None received.

7)
SALC report:
Report from Cllr Abbiss emailed to Clerk:

1) We still have no further news as to where or when the SALC office will have to locate to if and when Shirehall is sold.

2) The 3rd evening with the Barrister Colin Richards went well last week with over 100 in attendance once again. 

3) It is proposed to invite Caron Moreton and David Evans to the AGM in November to talk about Primary Health care in the County

4) Consultation on the Commissioning Strategy finishes on 2nd May

5) A task and finish group has been agreed to look at the structure of the association in the various forms not in the way it was completed before – looking at the staffing.

6) We have also agreed to look to employ a book keeper on a self employed basis for a few hours a week. This will be advertised in the Bulletin shortly.

7) The training “Meet the Auditor” was well attended.

8) Problems within councils continue to take up a lot of office time with holiday days been given over to try and offer additional assistance for one of the larger councils by one of the girls. It is a very worrying situation as the ones with concerns those are the ones unlikely to attend the training sessions. I cannot emphasise the value of these courses enough as no matter how many I have attended I always learn something and I think Freda will also agree with me.

Unitary Councillor’s report:
Unitary Cllr Shineton reported on the following:

· Pilot scheme for Bus 292 – College/Ludlow/Kidderminster

· Closely monitoring ambulance response times as they are not working in the DY14 and WV16 postcode areas.

· Post 16 transport from September 2014 – proposals to charge pupils/parents (cost £900 per child). As age limit extends to 17 next year Cllr Shineton will be questioning the decisions. Cllr Shineton urged Cllrs to tell anyone with children requiring this transport to look into the matter.
· New Medical centre in Cleobury Mortimer due to open at the end of May and the Chemist will move from the High Street into this building.

· Reconfiguration of health – speakers invited to SALC AGM in November. Meetings regarding this being held regularly. Telford and Wrekin and Shropshire need to work together. Minor Injuries at Bridgnorth and Ludlow to be upscaled. 
Cllr Steed felt that it was a good job that the Kidderminster Hospital was kept and commented positively on attending the hospital. Cllr Shineton felt that things being carried out at the moment follow on from the Kidderminster Hospital campaign.

Cllr Shineton urged everyone to look at the link on the SC website to ‘Future Fit’.

Chairman thanked Cllr Shineton for her report.

It was RESOLVED that all these accounts be paid and as a third signatory was required it was also resolved that Unitary Cllr Shineton sign the cheques and that Cllr Evans and Barratt be added to the account and delete signatories now longer required.

Signatories were authorised to sign the cheques.

Nothing local reported. Clerk reported that all emails received from Police are forwarded to Cllrs/parishioners.

Clerk reported that she had received a telephone call but as this was from a mobile and could not be heard clearly was unsure what the message was and had been unable to contact the caller.

c) Community Right to Bid update:
Email received from SC confirming that the school playing field had been accepted and was registered as a ‘community asset’ on the SC database.

Cllr Shineton reported that due to comments made by the School regarding this application it was clear that they did not understood and ‘Community Right to Bid’ and asked Cllr Millington to make this clear at the next Governors meeting.

d) Footpath mowing – Glebe Drive/Church:
Mr Pearce talked to the Clerk regarding the cutting of the 2 footpaths at the rear of Glebe Drive/Church and he had pointed out that the nominal fee was not enough to cover the work. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk ask Mr Pearce to give a realistic quote (time/hourly rate) for this work as Cllrs felt that the going rate should be paid to Mr Pearce.
