Public participation:

Mr Jones, Lower Chorley Farm attended the meeting to make councillors aware of the additional information requested by BDC regarding the floodlights at the ménage at the equestrian centre.  

Mr Jones explained the application in detail and pointed out that there are still 7 stables to be built with full livery built into these, but will possibly not be able to do this if without the floodlights.  The floodlights will be controlled by numbers of usage hours.

Mr Jones handed Clerk written details and answered questions raised by Councillors.  No objections to the proposals have been raised by neighbours.

Apologies:

Declaration of interests:
Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest in item 9b as Parish Watch co-ordinator; Cllr Abbiss declared a prejudicial interest in item 7b Heath Farm, Bagginswood plans as second cousin to applicant; Cllr Swain declared prejudicial interest in item 7c Chorley Equestrian plans as currently stables a horse at the centre; Cllr Davies declared a prejudicial interest in item 7c as client of the Equestrian Centre.

Casual Vacancy:

Clerk had copied details of Mrs Rae Griffiths for each Councillor who had expressed an interest in the vacancy. 

After discussions and questions answered Cllr Hamilton-Russell proposed that Mrs Griffiths be co-opted onto the Parish Council.  This was seconded by Cllr Newsham and agreed by all.

Chairman welcomed Cllr Griffiths onto the PC.

Declaration of acceptance of office:

Cllr Griffiths duly signed this declaration.

The meeting was adjourned at 7.50pm on agreement of all present to ask a parishioner who arrived late if he wanted to speak, but he did not wish to.  Meeting re-convened at 7.51pm.
Chairman was delighted to report that the PC had been awarded with the Jan Snell Award for achievement over the past 12 months and particularly thanked the Clerk for submitting the application and the Vice-Chairman Cllr Abbiss for accepting the award with the Clerk at the SALC AGM especially as some of the projects highlighted in the documentation had been commenced during her chairmanship.

Minutes of the last meeting:

These had been circulated with agendas and proposed as a true record by Cllr Davies, seconded by Cllr Abbiss and agreed by all.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Progress report:

See attached report.
Glebe Drive – all work now completed and it was agreed to write to all residents in Glebe Drive and nearby pointing out that the parking was for visitors/school and playgroup drop off and collection use and not permanent parking by residents.  ‘BUS STOP’ will be painted outside the bus shelter and it was suggested that timetables be erected at the bus shelter in order for people to be aware of bus times to prevent parking in the lay by at these times.
Clerk was also asked to write to R and B Travel pointing out that they can now turn in the Drive and not on Burnt Pitt corner.
Bus service: there does not appear to be a core bus to connect to for the residents at Barbrook who normally travel to Bridgnorth but the scheme previously used will operate and will be monitored.
Training session at Chorley Village Hall on Wednesday 6.30pm.

Clerk asked Cllrs to acknowledge emails.

Cllr Shineton pointed out that the land transfer from BDC to the Parish Council had not yet taken place but has been promised that the paperwork will be dealt with ‘tomorrow’.

A Solicitor is needed – SCC cannot do this as they are an interested party.  Cllr Abbiss will ask the ‘local’ Solicitor is he is able to do this and Cllr Davies has offered to read through this document.

Planning applications:
a) Renewal of temporary planning permission ref 05/0575 for the siting of an agricultural workers caravan – Raysland, Chorley Lane, Billingsley – app.no: FUL/085/0780.

After discussions it was agreed to support this application as there appears to be no other way in solving this particular problem as despite numerous attempts by the applicant to find suitable existing accommodation locally this has been unsuccessful.  The PC could see no reason why this dwelling cannot be made ‘permanent’ to resolve the costs etc of renewing planning applications.

b) Erection of a single storey side extension – Heath Farm, Bagginswood – app.no: FUL/08/0782.

Cllr Abbiss declared a prejudicial interest as cousin of the applicant and left the room.
After discussions it was agreed to support the application as it appears that this is reverting to the original footprint of the dwelling and all materials to be used etc are in keeping with the house.

c) Installation of floodlighting to ménage- Lower Chorley Farm – app.no: FUL/08/0796.
Cllr Davies declared a prejudicial interest as client of the applicant and Cllr Swain declared a prejudicial interest as horse is stabled there and both left the room.

After discussions it was agreed to support this ‘business which appears to be doing well and that these lights will add value to the service the equestrian centre can offer.  The business supports the economy of the area and with extra spending in the locality can only be an asset in the present financial situation.

The PC was satisfied with the specifications given for the proposed lighting and feel that this will not cause excessive spillage.

d) Installation of four underground LPG tanks in two compounds – Chorley Caravan Park – app. no: FUL/08/0821.

In principle the PC had no objections to this application but would like clarification as to how many caravans these new proposals will serve and the distribution to each caravan. It is also understood that strict regulations will have to be adhered to.

It was also noted on the application form that there had been a change of name/use from caravan park to ‘park homes’ and to seek further information from BDC regarding this as the PC do not appear to have been notified of the change.

e) No others received after issue of agenda.
f) Planning approvals/refusals:

Refusals of planning permissions after appeal for application numbers: 08/00312 and 07/0713 both for Lower Chorley Farm (removal of infil panels between the lounge and dining room).

Honeysuckle Brook footbridge over the ford steps are covered in mud/debris which has been washed down.

Honeysuckle Brook road in a bad condition due to camber in road and water washing down from fields and causing problems.

Prescott  Bank – it is considered that there is a drain along the flat part of the road where it normally floods and if SCC are carrying our work along here then excavation should be carried out to try to locate this.  The banks are disintegrating along here.
Hinton/Norton road closed 1St December for repairs.

Road between Lower and Upper Northwood covered in mud and also ditches need opening up.

Bold road – muddy.

Burnt Pitt/Harcourt road – road edge damaged.

Phone Box at Chorley – door taken off by e.On and is left inside the box which is considered a hazard. Will contact BT to ask them to remove it.
